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Long Term Athlete Development (LTAD) 

If you’ve not heard the acronym LTAD you will soon.  It stands for Long Term Athlete Development 
and within a few years it will be coming to your club.  You may not notice it, as it will be subtle, but 
it will affect the way we develop players, particularly in how and when we teach skills to new play-
ers and young players, our competitive structure and will encourage bowlers to remain active for 
life.  Every national sport organization in Canada is engaged in the LTAD process  -  slowly chang-
ing a hodge-podge athlete development process to a scientifically and practically proven systematic 
process for developing international competitors and life long participants.  The LTAD process is 
implemented through financial and technical support from Sport Canada and is based on strong 
science and sound international and domestic practical experience. 
Even if the only thing you do is bowl at you’re club, you’re part of the lawn bowling sport system  -  
some may move on to provincial, national and even international competition, some will coach and 
some will officiate  -  together we form the lawn bowling sport system.  The LTAD process will miti-
gate the haphazard nature we have of developing international competitors and encourage bowlers 
and Canadians in general to remain active for life. 
Bowls Canada Boulingrin has just begun to work on this project by establishing a small LTAD 
Steering Committee created through a general call for committee members from each of the provin-
cial associations.  The LTAD Steering Committee includes Gary Robinson (BC), Ken Fader (SK), 
Neil Douglas (AB), Georgina Bellamy (ON, Chair of the National Coaching Committee) and Don 
Caswell (ON, Chair of the National Team Committee).  Together they have begun developing a  
matrix to outline what skills, knowledge (rules, tactics & etiquette) should be introduced at each 
development stage, which is dependent on age in combination with the participant’s ability to ac-
quire the skill and their understanding of specific game concepts as outlined by the LTAD guide-
lines.  Once the matrix has been done in draft it will be circulated for comments and suggestions.
